Chemistry 2011 - 2012

Course Description

Emphasis will be on atomic structure, chemical equations, chemical bonding, solutions, acid-base relationships, equilibria, and organic chemistry.  Extensive laboratory work is an essential part of this course.  The scientific method and many mathematical problem solving strategies will be utilized throughout the year.  Chemistry, as it relates to real life situations, will be investigated.  
Course Materials

Class Rules

2. SECOND WARNING.  The student will be held after class 1 to 5 minutes to discuss the problem unless I feel that the issue must be dealt with now.  If that is the case you will discuss the problem with me in the hallway.  At this time I will move your seat if I have to.

3. THIRD WARNING.  The student will be given a one hour detention after school.  It is then up to me if I will call home to discuss the matter.

4. FOURTH WARNING.  The student will receive a one hour detention after school, be sent directly to the office, and a call home to discuss the matter will be made.

* SEVERE CLAUSE:  It should be noted that the teacher reserves the right to jump steps.  In cases of severe or reckless behavior, step 3 or 4 will be implemented immediately.
Evaluation Policy

Homework, class assignments, laboratory assignments, quizzes, and tests will be graded on a point basis.  Your final grade will be determined from the percentage of the points you earned compared to the total number of points possible.
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If your student’s grade is below 73% I will contact you via email or phone call after the first three weeks of the marking period.

Make-up Policy
Late assignments will be accepted until that assignment has been graded and passed back to the class.  No penalty will occur if the student has a legal, excused absence from class and the assignment is turned in within two days of returning to class.  Work turned in late without a legal, excused absence or after the two days allotted for an excused absence will be penalized 10%.  After an assignment has been graded and returned to students that assignment will not longer be accepted for credit.  If you are absent on the day of a test or a quiz you will have to make arrangements to make it up the day you return.  If you are absent for a quiz or a test and have missed days preceding the test/quiz, you will need to make arrangements with the teacher to schedule a make-up based on the number of days absent.  Students will only be given a maximum of a week to make-up a test or quiz.  A daily schedule will be posted in the classroom so that you can see what work you will need to make up.  It is the student’s responsibility to obtain and make arrangements for any make-up work!

Cheating
If you are caught cheating you will receive a zero for that assignment and you will have to call your parents to explain what happened.  Don’t risk a zero for a question that is only worth three points.
