Course Description

Emphasis will be on density, Newton’s Laws, projectile motion, friction, momentum, potential energy, kinetic energy, work and power, centripetal force, torque, and inertia.  Extensive laboratory work is an essential part of this course.  The scientific method and many mathematical problem solving strategies will be utilized throughout the year.  Physics, as it relates to real life situations, will be investigated.

Course Materials

Students are responsible for bringing the following items to class each day.

1. Pencil or pen

2. Folder to hold corrected papers and handouts.

Class Rules
