General Purpose of the course:  

Drawing is a one-trimester class.  The prerequisite is one-trimester of General Art.  This class provides the student with a strong background and knowledge of a variety of drawing media and techniques on a variety of surfaces.
Course Outcomes: 

The curriculum supports MI Visual Art Standards including performing, creating, analyzing in content, analyzing in context and connecting the arts to other disciplines and life.

Areas of study:  

Landscape, figure study, still life, fantasy, realism, perspective, composition, art history (artists, their personal life, style, time in history and contributions) and other projects as time and interest allow.
Evaluation/Assessments and Grading Procedures:
Grade will be the result of use of studio time, class participation, completing required assignments, meeting deadlines, test and quizzes, and art history assignments.
Work missed due to absences must be made up in a reasonable time according to school policy.  

Grade Scale:  See your Classroom Rules handout.  SCHOOL POLICY:  Any student who does not pass two (2) 6-week marking periods WILL NOT receive credit for the trimester.
Materials:  

Materials will be provided for required projects and additional supplies may be available for purchase for more advanced work.  A notebook or folder with pockets is recommended for notes taken and study sheets.   A sketchbook is required (one will be assembled in class).  Shelf space for storage will be provided within the classroom.

Expectations are that the student will work to the best of their ability and give more than an assignment.  The classroom is to be utilized and respected.  This is an elective class and a wonderful chance for students to be able to use materials at a more advanced level. .  All artwork must be original – no copies of cartoons, drawings, computer images, magazine images, etc. accepted.  All images used in research must be documented with each artwork completed.
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
