	Organization
	Divided into sections (like Beverages), sections labeled & stand out.

	At least 4 advanced features were used: shadow,  page border, dot leaders, various fonts, page color, border, WordArt, shading, etc.
	Few advanced features are used; more would have contributed to the overall design
	Very few advanced features are used

	 International Content
	All menu items are listed, descriptions are used, prices listed, international cuisine must be accurate
	Minor content issues, international cuisine is not obvious
	Items left out, no descriptions, prices not listed, very little international cuisine.

	Name/Logo
	Chose appropriate restaurant name and logo that represents country
	Name and logo don’t represent country 
	Needs more work making it all blend together

	Chef’s Information
	Includes thoughts from the chef
	Minor errors with Chef information
	Several minor errors

	Graphics
	Good clear graphics and they complement menu and theme
	Good graphics but may not be placed well or may be overused or underused
	Graphics low quality, don’t match each other, don’t contribute to theme.

	Grammar/Spelling
	No spelling or grammar issues
	Minor spelling error or word use
	Major errors or several minor

	Original/Creative/ Professional
	Looks unique, original  name, theme is in all aspects of the menu, looks appealing
	Minor errors with regard to theme, but overall pretty good stuff
	Menu looks gaudy, copied, or very plain and shows little creativity or planning

	Overall Appearance
	Menu looks real
	Menu looks fine, but some areas need improvement
	Menu does not look professional. Looks like a flyer or newsletter



Directions:  Create a menu that represents your country well.  It must include 3 Appetizers, 4 Main Courses, 3 Desserts, and 2 drinks, and each item must include a price. (You may add more food that represents this Country if you like, this is the minimum)  Each food item must have a description and you should try to "enhance" an item by adding specify toppings, special sauce, etc. Create a restaurant name, logo, and include a chef paragraph.  The chef’s information could be facts about the chef or a message from the chef.  Look at the rubric below to see what is required and what you need to do in each area to receive full credit.     The length of your menu does not matter as long as it does not have “chucks” of white space on it.  Make sure to add final touches such as graphics or pictures of the food items, borders, WordArt, page color, dot leaders, etc.
