Review for Exam:
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Plagiarism - a piece of someone else’s writing that has been copied and is presented as being your own work or taking someone's words or ideas as if they were your own.

· Workspace – (Publisher) is the gray area around the document where you can put images, textboxes, objects that you might use later, but do not want to include on the page layout at that point.  The workspace is saved with a publication.   

· Dividing paragraphs between pages:  Leave at least 2 lines of the paragraph at the bottom of the page and carry at least 2 lines of the paragraph to the top of the next page.

· If necessary, insert extra blank lines at the end of the page to divide paragraphs correctly between pages.

This brochure should be filled with new knowledge not just information that you pulled out of your head!  Make sure you collect all of the URLs as you gather your information.

Remember that the brochure should look professional. Use consistency through the publication (one font for headings and one for the test; body text size should be 10 or smaller.) Also make sure that the panels are correctly laid out so that it will properly fold when finished. This brochure should be FREE of dead space!





The brochure must include:   A LOT MORE TEXT THAN GRAPHICS


At least 4 relevant graphics with captions- use features such as watermarks, grayscale, formatting TIGHT around text, ect. (Make sure that text is readable at all times!)


Table-play with the border and the color. Make it look cool.


At least 5 special features; such as text boxes, borders, shading, shapes, layering objects, horizontal lines, ect. 


Add a Color Scheme and a Font Scheme (Format, Color Scheme/ Font Scheme)


Panels
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FRONT PANEL (3rd column or right side)


Topic, Your Name, an eye catching graphic(s) or fact


BACK PANEL (2nd column or middle)


A list of important facts/points from your brochure (quick reflexion)


Contact information: your name, email, phone, address


References- all websites that have been used should be included on this pane (just list the URLs)


REVIEW PANEL (1st column or left side) 


Should be an article review on an article that covers your topic


Read article then write a review, make sure you include the article title and the author’s name in your review.
