Qualities of an effective speaker: Uses good grammer, makes eye contact, has good or strong posture, enunciation/pronunciation, flow, body language, presents interesting ideas/is interesting, has an ability to persuade, is confident and/or not afraid, strong or loud voice, is organized, get’s the audience’s attention, speed/pace, not fidgeting, speech is memorized, uses hand gestures, no gum!, dressed appropriately/attractively (prettiness- good haircut(!), open to criticism, serious, well informed on topic (smart), fluent, boldness, ENERGY/enthusiastic, has presence, is poised, stays on topic. 
Instances where you might have to speak in public:
In College/school (as a student), running for class president, politician, BPA, graduation, press conference, the Oil Spill, announcements, at a pep rally, cheerleading, play in a band, in speech class! ( There are many more….
Careers where public speaking is required:

Lawyer, Judge, News reporter, Athlete (sports conference), Politian (Mayor, President, V.P., etc.), Principal, Teacher/Prof, Tour Guide, Ranger (acts as a guide), T.V. show host, actor/actress, Lobbyist, MC, VJ, DJ, Doctor, in advertisement, Nursing, Banking, Office leader, company spokesperson, Waiter/Waitress, any Boss, Chairman of company, Salesperson, Coach, Priest/Pastor/Elder/Clergyman, etc., Singer, Scientist. And More….
