This speech should be pretty polished. We will have time to practice in class, but please practice outside of class as well (a mirror is a great audience!) 

You will want to “practice what you preach,” in your speech. In other words, use an interesting attention getter in your intro, use transitions between changes in thought, close your speech in an engaging way (tip: always a good place to use repetition!)  (2-4 min.)
